Artist Research Project



A.  Paper:  300 points:  Students will write a small research paper on a famous artist.  Students may choose an artist from the artist list or submit an artist to the teacher.  We will visit the MMS library to get started.
(no cartoonist, calligraphers, authors, etc).

Requirements:   

· 3 typed pages, front only – 12 point font – correct grammar

· Bibliography- must contain at least 3 sources; one can be an internet site but must be a reputable known academic site (No Wikipedia, etc.)  Books may come from school, home or community library.
· Must quote if you use information directly from your sources.

· Image: Must include an image of one of the artist’s most famous artwork. Can be pulled from the internet. – color.
· Information to include:    


· Childhood

· Education

· Adult Years - family, jobs, where they lived, how the artist began working with their art, developments in their art, awards, etc.

· Later Years – famous pieces, style, colleagues/peers, most famous works, death?, if their artwork changed and developed over time
· Conclusion: What kind of impact does the artist and their artworks have today? Famous- forgotten, Museums, galleries? Auction prices, etc.

· Student’s final thoughts – why did you choose this artist. What was it about their artwork, personality, etc. that appealed to you.  How could you use this person style in your own work?

B. Poster: (200 points):  students will create a color poster about their chosen artist to share with the class and school.  
Poster should include: 

· Good summary of the artist: his/her life, most famous works, why they are important to art history, any unusual facts that are interesting or fun, etc.

· Portrait or Photo of the artist

· Lettering and poster design should be in the style of the artists work, colors etc or relate to their artwork.

· Multiple examples of the artist’s work: Color for color pictures, black/white for black/white images, etc.

C. Presentation: 100 points: 2 to 3 minute presentation to the class sharing the information you found about your artist.   Posters will be hung in classroom or office.

Note:  Many artists’ biographies delve deeply into their personal lives.  There may be information that is explicit, or disturbing.  If you have questions about certain information or if it should be included in your paper, please ask.
