f. Use washes and/or thin lines to fade out the subject into the background leaving the chosen area clean and clear

g. Use a combination of any of the above suggestions

Alternating Rhythm – visual rhythm set up by repeating motifs but changing position or content of motifs or space between them

Borders and Bands – a similar repeated pattern

Diagonal movement – at an angle, neither vertical nor horizontal that creates action

Flowing rhythm – created by repeating wavy lines

Half drop and alternating – a modification on the grid pattern which occurs when an element is moved halfway back or down from each other 

Horizontal movement – movement created by lines or design that move from left to right

Linear pattern and grids – formed by a regular network of lines or shapes

Motifs – a single unit that, when repeated in a uniform fashion, form a pattern

Movement – a principle of design that deals with creating the illusion of action or physical change in position

Pattern – a repeating of shapes, color and texture within a design or composition

Planned patterned - manufactured of natural, precise, measurable and consistent

Progressive rhythm – visual rhythm that changes a motif each time it is repeated

Radial and spiral patterns – to branch out from a center point

Random pattern – by chance or without purpose; usually asymmetrical; non-uniform and irregular

Random rhythm – a motif is repeated in no apparent order with no regular spaces

Regular rhythm – identical motifs are repeated using the same intervals of space between them

Rhythm – a principle of design that repeats elements to create the illusion of movement

Rhythmical pattern – forms a visual flow from one unit to another.

Vertical movement – movement created by using upright and parallel lines or designs to the sides of the paper.
