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The Basics:

Some ask the question, “What’s the difference between Edline and GradeQuick?”  This article will attempt explain the difference between the two as well as discuss other basics about Edline and GradeQuick.

· Edline is the communication tool used to communicate the happenings at the school as well as in their child’s classroom(s).

· GradeQuick is an electronic gradebook.  Parents do not have access to gradequick.  

Teachers and parents communicate using Edline.  Teachers give parents access to their child’s grades through Edline.  This access is given when teachers “post grades to Edline” in GradeQuick.  

Activation Codes:

Teachers, parents, and students are given an activation code the first time they use Edline.  If a parent has activated an Edline account in previous years and their child is still at the same school, they will continue to use the same account as long as their child is at that school.  However, if the child changes schools, the parents will need to activate a new account at the new school.  So, teachers if there is no activation code for some of your parents, check with them to see if they activated an Edline account in previous years.  

How To Content:  

Be sure to check out the how to documents.   You will find information on using Edline discussion boards, adding folders to Edline, overwriting a grade, posting weekly single term reports, and more.  

Things to Remember:

· Never leave GradeQuick open if you are away from the workstation
· Grades and Assignments should be posted weekly
