Suggestions for Parents

9th Grade Civics

· Read the state and local newspapers with your children.

· Encourage students to keep a scrapbook of important events from newspapers for future generations.

· Visit places with historic value in Arkansas.

· Watch and discuss programs with historic value on TV (AETN, History Channel).

· Share road maps with children when traveling or planning a trip.

· Discuss cardinal and intermediate directions (N,S,E,W, NW, NE,SW,SE).

· Have children discuss past events with older citizens.

· Take your child with you when you go to vote, explain the voting process and reasons for voting and its importance.

· Discuss the function of local, state, and national government.

· Discuss the importance of good citizenship in and outside of the home.

· Share and discuss charts, graphs, and timelines when found in other media.

· Check and discuss and homework with your child.

· Discuss economic issues, such as savings accounts and budgets, with your child.

· Ask your child their opinion on government, politics, and current events; and have them make supporting statements.
· Ask students to keep a journal at home that highlights current events and school topics.

· Discuss the importance of being respectful listeners when confronted by people with diverse opinions.

· Work with your child learning how to organize his or her thoughts coherently and present them intelligently to class.

· Discuss the importance of becoming responsible citizens who take responsibility for the choices they have made.

· Assist your child in reading the textbook and stress the importance of reading, memory work and note taking skills. (Textbook Guidelines) attached.
