Multicultural Concepts:

MC1: Racism/Discrimination: Fostering positive attitudes among diverse groups through 

          contact and cooperative activities. Clarification of students’ values and building of 

          moral reasoning skills such as liberty, justice, and equity.  Development of 

          awareness of the existence and impact of racism, sexism, elitism, handicapism, and 

          other forms of institutional inequity and forms of cultural prejudice.

MC2: Socialization: Development and practice of skills in self-expression, decision 

           making, and conflict resolution. Orientation and practice in application of subject 

           area knowledge and skills to improve personal situation and those of others.

MC3: TESA: Peer facilitators and team learning

MC4: Ethnicity/Culture: Characterizes diversity as a source of vitality, richness, and 

           strength. Awareness and understanding of historical and contemporary 

           relationships among diverse ethnic and cultural groups of the United States.

MC5: Immigration/Migration: Awareness of varied historical perspectives. Knowledge 

          and understanding of the world view, heritage and contributions of diverse 

          cultures. The advantages and disadvantage of movement from one place to another.

MC6: Intercultural Competence: functional mastery of reading, writing, listening, 

          speaking, computational, and thinking skills. Recognition that communication 

          among diverse peoples may be hindered by cultural stereotypes. The ability to 

          interpret intentional communications and customs in cultural styles different from 

          one’s own.

Fourth Nine Weeks:
