PCSSD Guidelines for Title I Welfare Purchases
The purpose of Title I, Part A, as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act, is designed to help disadvantaged children reach high academic standards.
Qualification for Title I Welfare Funds
Homeless children qualify for Title I Welfare Funds.  Students not attending Title I schools also qualify for these funds.  
Definition of homeless

Homeless children are individuals who lack a fixed, regular and adequate night residence.  It also includes children who are sharing the housing of other persons due to loss of housing, economic hardship, living in motels, mobile home parks, camping grounds, emergency shelters, or foster care due to the lack of adequate accommodations.
Basic Needs

Title I Welfare Funds are allocated to meet the basic needs of students so that these students may participate more fully in school. (Fees for extra –curricular activities must be waived.)  Basic needs include such things as clothing, school supplies, and health care.
PCSSD Guidelines
Purchases are reimbursable only.  Check requests may be submitted after the purchases are made with appropriate documentation.
The following clothing purchases are allowable.  

· shoes (1 pair per student

· Pants (3 pair per student)

·  shirts (5 per student)

· Undergarments (underwear 5 pair per student, bras 2 per student)

· Coat/jacket (1 per student) 

· Socks (5 pair per student)

· School supplies such as paper, pencil, notebooks, backpack

· Prescription Medicine

· Glasses

This is not a comprehensive list.  If you have questions, please call for more information before purchasing (490 -6224, 490-6265, 490-6284).  The maximum allowable amount per child is $400 for supplies and clothing.
Required Documentation with Check Request

· PCSSD Title I Welfare Form (See Sample)
· Electronic check request completed (see sample)
· Original receipts from the purchase
· Copy of activity fund check or request for check from activity fund
· Prescription- receipt must have patient (student name) included on the invoice/receipt
